Cape Denison Post Office and Postmarkers

A Post Office will be established at the Mawson’s Huts Base, Cape Denison when the 2010-11 Mawson’s Huts 
Expedition arrives there in December 2010. Australia Post will provide two postmarkers for use at the Post Office 
during this and future Expeditions. The Post Office at Cape Denison, Antarctica, will be the first new office to be 
established in the Australian Antarctic Territory (AAT) for over 40 years. In February 1969, Casey Station became 
fully operational and replaced Wilkes Station. A new Post Office was established at Casey Station at this time but 
because the Postmarkers had not been made in time to be transported to the Station for the 1968-69 season the old 
Wilkes postmarkers were used at the new Post Office. The new Casey Postmarkers were supplied for the 1969-70 
season and their First Day of Use was 7 February 

The Post Office at Cape Denison will become the seventh Post Office to be established in the AAT.  The first Post Office 
was opened at Heard Island Station on Christmas Day 1947 and closed on 9 March 1955.  However, postal facilities 
have been available intermittently since then during expeditions to the Island. A second Post Office was established 
on Macquarie Island on 7 March 1948.  The first AAT Post Office on the Antarctic Continent was established at 
Mawson Station on 15 March 1954, and this was followed by the opening of a Post Office at Davis Station on 14 
January 1957. The Post Office at Wilkes Station opened on 1 February 1959 following the handover of the Station by 
the USA to Australia. The opening of the sixth Post Office at Casey has already been mentioned.

The Postal Manager at Kingston Post Office, Tasmania, Rosanne Warren said that two pictorial postmarkers would be 
supplied for Cape Denison. One will be a First Day of Issue (FDI) postmarker and the other an ‘everyday’ postmarker.  
Both will have changeable datelines but the FDI postmarker will only be used to service mail with the latest issue of 
AAT stamps on the day the Mawson’s Huts Foundation expedition arrives at Cape Denison. The second postmarker, 
as its name implies, will be used throughout the period the expedition is in residence at Cape Denison.  The Mawson’s 
Huts Foundation 2010-11 Expedition expects to arrive at Cape Denison on 6 or 7 December 2010.  The team will 
leave Hobart onboard the French Government supply ship L’Astrolabe on 3 December 2010.

Rosanne Warren said the pictorial postmarkers would be advertised in the January 2011 issue of the Stamp Bulletin 
and anyone wishing to have mail cancelled at Cape Denison would need  to have it delivered to her by 30 November 
2010.  Any mail received after that date would be cancelled at Kingston with the duplicate postmarkers and would 
not carry the Foundation’s own cachet.

The Foundation’s archaeologist, Stirling Smith, has been appointed as Australia Post’s Agent at Cape Denison and 
will be trained at Kingston Post Office prior to departure.

In 1911 Sir Douglas Mawson requested the Australian Postmaster General to provide a special postage stamp for use 
during the Australian Antarctic Expedition. He even employed an artist, who under Mawson’s supervision, designed 
a special stamp for the expedition. The drawings of the design were submitted to the Postmaster General.  However, 
Mawson’s request was declined and to make matters worse the fate of the drawing is unknown and no trace of it has 
been found in the scanty records now extant. However, the Commonwealth did give permission to have made (by 
Mawson) suitable rubber stamps (cachets) for cancelling Australian stamps to be used on envelopes posted back on 
Aurora to Australia as Loose Ships Letters. In 1929-31, when he headed BANZARE (British Australian and New 
Zealand Antarctic Research Expedition), it is not known if Mawson requested the PMG to produce stamps for the 
expedition. He did have made a new rubber stamp (cachet) to be used for cancellation of stamps on Ships Letters (SY 
Discovery).

New Philatelic Items sold for the benefit of the Mawson’s Huts Foundation

Macquarie Island Wireless Relay Station: Recovery & Conservation of the Wireless Masts erected and used 
by the 1911-14 Australasian Antarctic Expedition (AAE) on Macquarie Island.

The AAE, led by Douglas Mawson, arrived at Macquarie Island on 11 Dec 1911, where a five person team was stationed to install 
and operate a radio station. Their objective was to receive and relay signals from the AAE’s main base at Cape Denison on the 
Antarctic Continent. The Wireless Relay Station was established on the northern tip of the island on “Wireless Hill”, the summit 
of which is about 100 metres above sea level. The aerial comprised four wires 200 feet (61m) in length suspended 80 feet (24 m) 
above the ground between two masts. It was led into the transmitter in the Wireless Operating Hut from one end being thus of 
the inverted “L” type. Normal current in the aerial was about 13 amps. Power for the radio was generated in an Engine House, 
which was separate from the Operating Hut. The main accommodation hut, known as “The Shack” was established at the foot 
of Wireless Hill.

The first radio contact made by the Macquarie Island station was with a ship on 13 Feb 1912, and by 12 May 1912 the team began 
sending daily weather bulletins to NZ; these continue to this day to Australia. It was not until 25 Sept 1912 that a faint signal 
was picked up from Cape Denison... “contact Pennant Hills (Sydney)” was all that was heard. Four months later, on Feb 3 1913, 
another signal was picked-up saying that Belgrave Ninnis and Xavier Mertz, two members of Mawson’s team, had died.

Seventeen days later two-way communication was established. The last remaining pieces of the Macquarie Island masts were 
recovered nearly 100 years later in April 2011, by the Mawson’s Huts Foundation in partnership with the Tasmanian Parks and 
Wildlife Service, which has responsibility for the island on behalf of the Tasmanian Government. The fragments were returned 
to Hobart for conservation by the Foundation at the Tasmanian Museum and Art Gallery, where they will be displayed.

Mawson’s Huts Foundation has produced a number of philatelic and other items relevant to the Wireless Relay Station and the 
conservation programme, including:

A. 120 overprinted, individually numbered AAT Macquarie Island mini-sheets (AU$20 each).

B. 131 individually numbered covers with pairs and single 60¢ or $1.20 AAT Macquarie Island stamps serviced on Macquarie 
Island (14 APR 2011) during the time the team was carrying out the recovery of the remains of the masts, and at Kingston 
PO (20 APR 2011) the date the Mawson’s Huts Foundation team arrived back in Hobart. Special cachets were also applied to 
these covers. An insert with the signatures of the Mawson’s Huts Foundation team is enclosed with each cover. Each cover 
comes with one copy of Postcard No.2 [All that remains of the two 30 metre Oregon pine (Douglas fir) masts erected in 1911-
12 from the Series of 10]. The small number of covers available is due to the poor quality of the Macquarie Island postmarks 
on some of the covers, which have been withdrawn from sale. Please note that there are four different covers (covers 1 to 4 
as illustrated overleaf) bearing different illustrations of the masts and with different stamp combinations taken from the AAT 
Macquarie Island mini-sheet. (AU$12 per cover).

C. Sets of 10 postcards which illustrate scenes from the establishment of the Wireless Relay Station in 1911-12 and what remains 
in 2011 (AU$15 per set).

D. A DVD (PAL; Regional Code Free) approximately 15 minutes long entitled “History of the Macquarie Island wireless relay 
station—1911-14 Australasian Antarctic Expedition” which includes historic footage of the establishment of the station as 
well as footage taken in April 2011 showing the recovery of the remains of the masts by the team from the Mawson’s Huts 
Foundation and the Tasmanian Parks and Wildlife Service.“ (AU$27.50 per copy).

Mawson’s Huts Foundation Update
Severe fast ice and sea ice conditions continue to persist off Cape Denison, Commonwealth Bay, caused by the 
grounded iceberg B09B. Plans to send a conservation team to Mawson’s Huts during the 2012/13 season were 
cancelled in September 2012 and it is not looking promising for the 2013/2014 Antarctic summer season. 

Nevertheless Peter Cranwell, on behalf of the Foundation, released Part III of philatelic items relating the Centenary 
of the Australasian Antarctic Expedition 1911-1914 in mid December 2012. Six covers were cancelled at South 
Georgia. They bear ‘Frank Wild’ stamps cancelled on several different dates relating to the AAE ranging from
2nd December 2011 (leaving Hobart) to 15th February 2012 (arrival at the Shackleton Ice Shelf, Western Base). Only 
55 of each of the six South Georgia covers were produced.

There are also three covers cancelled at Casey on 15th February 2012, the closest post office to the position of the 
Western Base. In addition there are two further overprinted mini-sheets relating to the arrival of the Expedition at the 
Western Base. Frank Wild was in charge of the team at the Western Base and his ashes are now buried at Grytviken, 
South Georgia next to the grave of Sir Ernest Shackleton.

The Australasian Antarctic Expedition Centenary Cruise to Mawson’s Huts in Commonwealth Bay
As reported in the press worldwide, the Russian Icebreaker MV Akademik Shokalskiy which was carrying 52 scientists and tourists 
on a repeat of Mawon’s 1911-1914 AAE sent out a call for help after getting stuck in thick ice on 24th December. The ships 
L’Astrolabe (France), Xue Long (China) and the Aurora Australis (Australia) sailed to the area to try to free the ship.

On 2nd January, after all three ships failed to get through the very thick ice, the helicopter from the Xue Long ferried the 52 scientists 
and tourists from the MV Akademik Shokalskiy to an ice flow close to the Aurora Australis from where they were transferred to 
the Aurora Australis by boat. Then the Xue Long reported that she was stuck in the ice but in no danger and declined help. A few 
days later both the Xue Long and the MV Akademik Shokalskiy escaped from the ice. The Aurora Australis returned to Casey 
Station where she had been carrying out the annual relief when the call for help occurred. The ship with the “rescued” scientists 
and tourists returned to Hobart, Tasmania, on 22nd January 2014, local time.

This was an example of International Cooperation in Antarctica under the terms of the Antarctic Treaty but insurers and the three 
Countries involved are hard at work deciding how the costs of the rescue should be borne.
